· denigration of men and manhood in the press and media

· unequal representation in Parliament and Government.

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	Our rationale and interests

Since the 1960s, the Western World has witnessed a new social phenomenon : the deliberate marginalisation of, and discrimination against men in most areas of life. The driving forces behind this situation are evident :

· radical feminism

· compliance of Government and Parliament with the demands of feminist groups, even when these are clearly unreasonable

· faulted law-making and policy-making processes, which respond to pressure groups, but not the ‘silent majority’, and are controlled by a few professionals in the legal and social science areas

· a legal system, heavily compromised and out of control, with :

· a corrupt and degenerate system of matrimonial and family law

· unequal treatment of men in civil and criminal law

· numerous anti-man biases in social security and services provision

· a press and media who have rarely given the issues sufficient exposure.

To this list, we have to add that there is an apparent apathy in men to the present situation, together with the lack of strong leadership in the existing men’s and father’s rights groups.

It was to counter these issues that the UKMM was established by committed individuals in 1994. Many men, on first hearing about us, say ‘thank goodness someone is doing something about all this’.


	
	What we need to do

Members of the UKMM National Executive Committee have typically about 8 years experience, and prominent members cumulatively about 100 years experience, of men’s rights organisations and campaigning.

We have no illusions about the difficulty of the tasks ahead. While we will never promise remedies, we do promise to provide a framework in which members may operate. Remedies can be obtained, if we work collectively. These are the objectives which need to be accomplished :

· describe the problems and publicise them widely

· bring these problems to the attention of those who have the authority to bring remedies

· make reasoned arguments about our concerns and the available remedies

· simultaneously apply pressure to those in authority.

To achieve these objectives, we need :

· people to campaign effectively

· members to support this activity

· information and communication resources

· finances and resources to enable this to take place.

Many members, after joining, become active campaigners, or help with other aspects of the organisation. We ask for your support, at least by joining the Movement, and maybe to become active.
